You can specify Available, Not Available or Maybe.

Doing this will be a great help to all of our club’s captains and means that hopefully they won’t have to spend all week chasing players up for the weekends ahead.

Once again the club will be running 4 teams every Saturday in the Saracens Hertfordshire Cricket League (In divisions 1, 6, 10 and 13) and 2 teams on a Sunday will be competing in the Chess Valley League. There will also be a number of friendlies mixed in on Sundays, so there will be something for everybody.
